I managed to rope in some brave (or stupid!) colleagues to take part and we’re hoping to get through the match in one piece as well as raise some cash for the Cystic Fibrosis Trust.”
The doors will be open from 2pm on the day and spectators are welcome to come and show their support to the team and the charity. There will be refreshments and a charity auction taking place afterwards.

It causes the internal organs, especially the lungs and digestive system, to become clogged with thick sticky mucus resulting in chronic infections and inflammation in the lungs and difficulty digesting food.
